DISSERTATION

The Key to All Mythologies:  Encyclopedism from Homer to Pynchon

One or two sentence description of dissertation.  When you go on the job market, you will probably want a moderately longer description for most schools you apply to, while keeping a short description for schools that focus overwhelmingly on teaching and take little interest in your scholarship.
PUBLICATIONS

This category should go early, if you have publications, right after Education and Dissertation.  To fill it out, you can combine publications and lectures, conference papers, or presentations (any of those is appropriate as a category heading), if you have any of those.  Or you can make those a separate category after Publications.  If you do not have anything for these categories, go to the next category that you have something for.  For a teaching focused cv, Publications and Presentations will come after Teaching, not before it.

PRESENTATIONS

ACADEMIC HONORS

This is not a necessary category, but if you have something that fits here, include it.

TEACHING HONORS

If you have been on the excellent teachers’ list or won a teaching award, then put in a category for Teaching Honors, or else list them under the category of Teaching.  You might want to call the excellent teachers’ list the “List of Teachers Ranked as Excellent by Their Student,” not the “Incomplete List. . .,” which has no meaning outside UIUC and sounds confusing.  If you get on the list more than once in the same semester, list each course’s appearance on the list separately.

TEACHING INTERESTS

Renaissance poetry, drama, and prose.  British literature to 1900.  Feminist criticism.  Composition pedagogy.

The list of interests can be highly general, e.g., American literature from the seventeenth century to the present, modernism, fiction and poetry, film studies, composition.  But you do not need a category as broad as American literature from the seventeenth century to the present, and whether you use that broad a category or not, you can also include a number of other categories, such as African American literature, feminist theory, cultural studies, etc.

ACADEMIC SERVICE

If you have served on committees or held administrative positions, etc., put that here.

REFERENCES

Here you may list your recommenders, although you do not necessarily need this category until you use your cv to seek academic employment.
